This cooling effect slows down the
development of sugars and acid, making sure the grapes mature ata
slow and steady rate. Super limited in production, this wine is
intoxicating with aromas of apple blossoms, black cherry and all-
spice with bursts of bright acidity. The mid-palate has notes of Santa
Rosa plum galette which lead to a finish of super silky tannins. We
are obsessed.
